Chamber Committee
Meets With Padavan

State Senator Frank Padavan met with
members of The Queens Chamber of
Commerce’s Legislative Advocacy
Committee at their May meeting and dis-
cussed a number of issues that are affecting
the Queens business community and the bor-
ough in general. 

Padavan discussed topics that included the

rising rates of gas prices, how the state legis-
lature is dealing with the subprime loan cri-
sis and the city’s new acting Department of
Buildings Commissioner. 

In addition, the Chamber members and
Padavan discussed the plans for the redevel-
opment of Willets Point – a project that both
the Chamber and Padavan are supporting.
